Placement in subject classes depends upon TACHS scores, placement test(s), 
and previous report cards.

Full and partial Scholarship Awards to incoming freshmen are offered to our 
1st choice applicants based upon the results of the Entrance Exam (TACHS) 
and their previous academic records.
